
As of Spring 2007, all 7 Vortechnic oil-grit separators will 
have been installed in the city, meaning that all city stormwa-
ter output will be filtered before it reaches the Au Sable.

Vortechnic Installation 

This spring, the Huron Pines crew 
and a group of volunteers will be 
cleaning out all 86 rain gardens, re-
moving the dead leaves and trash 
that accumulated over the winter. 
Then, more perennial flowers will 
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beauty and functionality. When 
stormwater collects in the rain gar-
dens, it is able to infiltrate naturally 
back into the groundwater system�³ plants help to improve 
the water quality by trapping pollution from the water in 
their roots, letting cleaner water flow back to the river. Look 
for the following native plants to be planted this summer:  

Grayling City Park Rain Garden 

The city park along the river will receive a 
rain garden as part of the Grayling Stormwa-
ter Project. The park will be planted with 
trees, shrubs, and perennial flowers to absorb 
polluted runoff from the parking lot to the 
north.
